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Only major—related subjects can be applied for credit exchange, and the approval of the advisorand departmentchair is
required. After submitting your form to your academic department, you can apply for the course online.

Ifthe courseregistration formis not submitted to the academic department, there may be disadvantage in creditrecognition.
Even after course registration, enrollment may be restricted depending on the situation of the graduate school.

Among the graduate schools, Graduate School of Business Administration and all the special graduate schools are not
allowed to exchange credits, and School of Law can apply for up to 6 credits per a semester.

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[Detailed Enforcement Regulations of Graduate school] Article 21 (Course Registration) @ Students who wish to take courses at
professional graduate schools must complete the course registration. However, course registration shall not exceed the standatd of Article

[Detailed Enforcement Regulations of Graduate school] Article 25(Credit Recognition) 4 Credit recognition cannot exceed 1/2 of the
minimum credit required for degree program completion.
